Lord Mayor Attends Belfast Computer Clubhouse Exhibition Launch
The Belfast Computer Clubhouse held its first ever display of multimedia artwork at the Waterfront Hall, Belfast today (Thursday 17 April 2008). 

The Clubhouse was honoured that the Lord Mayor of Belfast, Councillor Jim Rodgers could be Guest Speaker at the official launch of this innovative exhibition which is entitled ‘CLICK.’  

This event, which is one of the initiatives Belfast Computer Clubhouse has developed using a grant of £468,216 from the Big Lottery Fund’s Change UR Future programme, showcases the creative talent of Clubhouse members and celebrates the cross-community success of the project.


On 1st August 2005, The Computer Clubhouse opened its doors to young people aged 8-18 in the North and West Belfast areas. The Clubhouse is a creative learning environment where young people can explore their own interests and become confident learners through the use of technology. 

Members can be part of a vibrant environment with state-of-the-art computers and a variety of software and technological tools for use on projects in the visual arts, video, robotics, music, animation and web and graphic design.


Located in the Spectrum Centre on the Shankill Road, and in Springvale Learning Centre on the Springfield Road, it is the only Clubhouse worldwide with two locations on either side of the peaceline. This unique set up has encouraged staff and members from both locations to work towards establishing a cross community partnership.

Cross community web chats, workshops and fieldtrips have become an integral part of the Clubhouse fabric with measurable success.


“This last year has been truly heart warming and overwhelming experience as I have watched clubhouse members change together, learn together and create together”, said Clubhouse Coordinator Louise Feeney. “Since April 2007 members have taken a great step forward to succeed together, not only on a creative level but on a Cross Community level also.”
