The University of Ulster, Jordanstown will open its doors on Tuesday 4th March to the members of the Belfast Computer Clubhouse giving them the opportunity to become ‘Student for a Day’. This one day event with strengthen the ever growing partnership between the BBCH which caters for young people aged 8-18 in the Greater Shankill and West Belfast areas and the Science Shop Project which is designed to actively involve students in community and voluntary based organisations across Northern Ireland.  

The BCCH in partnership with the University of Ulster and the Science Shop Project, have worked effortlessly to recruit adult Volunteers and expose youth to positive role models during their time at the Clubhouse. On the day, members will get a guided tour from the Science Shop student Volunteers of the University campus and the excellent facilities the University has to offer. They will get the chance to experiment with new software and make their own creative choices through design projects. At the end of the day members will receive a certificate to mark their visit which will be presented by the Director of Access and Distributed Learning, Ms Sylvia Alexander. 
The Belfast Computer Clubhouse is a Big Lottery funded initiative which provides a multimedia learning environment for disadvantaged youth in two locations, Springvale Learning on the Springfield Road and the Spectrum Centre on the Shankill Road.  Since its inception in 2005 the BCCH has worked tirelessly to promote cross community relations between the two sites and over 160 members have been involved in web conferences, workshops and cross community trips which have allowed Clubhouse members to engage in constructive dialogue and embrace each others cultural differences. 
The BCCH maintains strong links with local schools and Alternative Education Providers in an attempt to create opportunities for the future of its members in terms of work and education. Louise Feeney, the BCCH Coordinator who is based in Springvale Learning says,    “In Collaboration with the Science Shop Project and the University of Ulster, the BCCH is helping to shape disadvantaged young people’s views of their future. I am extremely excited about his event because this opportunity is providing a mad whirl of resources, skills and experiences to the world of work and higher education and aims to assist young people to realise their potential and prepare for success later in life.”
