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Dear Parent or Guardian:

The Computer Clubhouse is designed to be a safe and fun place for young people from all different kinds of backgrounds. This permission slip includes a description of the Computer Clubhouse and what personal information young people provide to participate.  

Description of the Program: 

The Computer Clubhouse provides a creative and safe after-school learning environment run by Springvale Learning, located at 200 Springfield Road, Belfast and also at the Spectrum Centre, 331-333 Shankill Road. The Computer Clubhouse enables young people to work with adult mentors to explore their own interests, develop skills, and build confidence in themselves through the use of technology.  In the Clubhouse, young people can design their own music, art, videos, animations, robots, and science simulations.  Under the supervision of the Clubhouse Coordinator, they have access to the Internet and can occasionally post their own original work on the Internet.

The Objectives of the Program are:

· Increased participation and inclusion for young people

· Increased understanding and awareness of different cultures and backgrounds of young people

· Increased life skills for young people

· Increased sense of achievement for young people

· Increased confidence and self-esteem for young people

What Information We Collect: 

The Computer Clubhouse will collect the information on this form as registration information for the program. When young people participate in the program, they sign in so the Clubhouse knows how many young people attended and how often. Participants of the Clubhouse will also be asked to answer some questions to evaluate the program.  Every now and then, the Clubhouse will ask members what he or she may have learnt from participating in Clubhouse activities. Also, participants in the Computer Clubhouse will have the ability to create materials that may be posted to a Computer Clubhouse Intranet website, called "The Computer Clubhouse Village." These materials may contain personal information including, but not limited to, first name, e-mail address, and photograph.  "The Computer Clubhouse Village" is password protected, meaning only Computer Clubhouse participants and staff have passwords and can look at the site. Also, under the supervision of the Computer Clubhouse Coordinator, participants in the program may be invited to post content to the Internet.  The Computer Clubhouse staff educates young people about the dangers of posting personal information (such as last name, e-mail address, or photograph) on the Internet. The Computer Clubhouse discourages children from posting personal information on the Internet, but does not control all such content.  It is necessary for each child’s parents to instruct their child on the dangers of posting personal information on the Internet.  Please refer to our Internet Safety Policy (attached) to review our privacy policy. 
How We Use the Information: 

The Computer Clubhouse uses the information collected to create a list of participants in the Program and how often they participate and to allow participants to share the materials they create. Responses to evaluation questions are collated to show evidence of the impact of the Clubhouse on its participants. The Computer Clubhouse will not transfer or sell this information to any third party.  The Computer Clubhouse will provide reasonable security for this information and will allow you the opportunity to review this information by contacting the Computer Clubhouse Coordinator, Geraldine Cunningham, at 028 9024 2362.

The Internet offers a new world of experiences that can be educational, culturally enriching and rewarding. It can help increase school performance and future job potential. However, the Internet can also expose you to unsafe situations.  As a Computer Clubhouse Member, it is your responsibility to protect yourself and the reputation of the Computer Clubhouse by using the Internet safely. The following guidelines are to help Clubhouse members, mentors, staff, parents and legal guardians explore the Internet safely.

· Do not give out personal information such as your home address, telephone number, relatives' names, parents' or guardians' work address, name or location of your school, your picture or other private information. Do not ever provide your parents' or guardian’s credit card or national insurance numbers over the Internet.

· It is okay to create an online nickname to protect yourself. It is okay to use your first name or a nickname and an email address to receive information, but do this with caution. Beware of contests and surveys that may use your information for unauthorized purposes.

· On your own web page, follow the above guidelines. Use only your first name or a nickname. Any picture of yourself should be disguised in some way to protect your identity.

· When using your email account, please take responsibility to uphold the reputation of the Computer Clubhouse which you represent. Use appropriate language, speak with respect, guard your personal information and remember that email is never really private. Only say things you would say to a group of people. Keep your password private. Do not use email for practical jokes or to carry on an angry conversation called "flaming".

· Never agree to meet anyone in person whom you meet over the Internet. It is impossible to know who you are really talking to. If someone encourages you to meet them, tell a Clubhouse staff member.

· If you receive messages that are mean or make you feel uncomfortable, tell a Clubhouse staff member or mentor. It is not your fault if you get a message of this kind and you have no responsibility to answer. If in doubt, check it out with an adult. 

· Remember that information on the Internet can be incorrect, misleading or inappropriate. Check more than one source and use your judgment.

· If using the Internet at home, make sure your parents or guardians are aware of your activities. Discuss the Computer Clubhouse Internet Safety Guidelines with your parents or guardians. Share your experience with your parents and family to help them explore the Internet safely.
